King of the Swingers: 
South East Asia, position-
ing the islands of Borneo 
and Sumatra. Rainforest 
of Borneo. They will then 
look at reasons why the 
rainforests of Borneo are 
suffering from deforesta-
tion and why this is a 
problem for the orangu-
tan.   

World War I, II & Windrush: Look at British and German colonies in Africa. West Indian men loyalty to the Ωmother countryΩ to fight in the 
war, but why the British Government was not pleased by this. Treatment of black soldiers  after the war. Change in the countryΩs Black 
population. Segregation in the US Army and effect of this had on British government. Explore how HitlerΩs view of a Ψmaster raceΩ affected 
how Jews and other groups were treated during the war. WAR SERVICE - the vital contribution of black people in two World Wars. Chil-
dren will consider why there was a need for immigration into Britain in the post-war years, as well as think about, discuss and write about 
the experiences of the first Caribbean people arriving in Britain to live and work. Using the footage, identify some of the challenges faced 
by the people from the Caribbean.  Define some of the vocabulary associated with discrimination – racism, prejudice, stereotyping.  Black 
spitfire pilots in the RAF. Noor Inayat Khan – Indian Muslim Princess who spied for the British during WW2. Women joined the Air 
Transport Auxiliary (ATA). disabled workers were recruited into war work. Factories employed 500,000 people with impairments In 1948, 
Sir Ludwig Guttmann organised a sports competition for veterans with spinal injuries in Stoke. 4 years later competitors from Holland 
joined the games and the Paralympic movement was born. Windrush. Alan Turing. Anne Frank. Lance Corporal Alhaji Grunshi. Baroness 
Patricia Scotland QC, Lord David Pitt, Baroness Doreen Lawrence/ Baroness Lawrence of Clarendon, OBE, Lord Herman Ouseley, Rudy 
Narayan.

Children will learn about Mo Farah (a Muslim) and 
Daniel Radcliffe (an atheist) – their achievements, 
what they have said about faith and beliefs, and their 
charity work. They will consider how their beliefs may 
have shaped their lives.  Following this, children may 
research and write about significant and inspirational

from some  examples. Pupils will be challenged to 
think for themselves about equality, love in action 
and justice through stories from different faiths.

Children will look at 
sources and explore their validity and address the 
idea of bias and misconceptions and how these 
played a role in the Anglo-Zulu war. They will consid-
er its impact and how these problems may be present 
in today's society.     

Atlantic slave trade- abolition and the lasting effects 
that the Atlantic slave trade had on the people and 
countries involved, including how  slavery has changed 
and still exists today as modern slavery.           
The work that the Salvation Army do to support       
victims of modern slavery.

What can we learn from the stories of two statues in 
Bristol? Colston & Wesley. Pupils will be challenged 
to consider how racism can be  confronted and preju-
dice reduced 

The Golden Rule & Silver Rule: what are they and why 
are these rules found in so many religions? Can follow-
ing the Golden Rule reduce racism? Pupils will be chal-
lenged to recognise that mutuality is good for the well-
being of all – everyone needs each other.   

Linked to the Art Unit: Art against RacismΩ project, 
How can I express my own vision for justice and 
equality? Pupils will be challenged to confront their 
own assumptions about our human unity and diversi-
ty.
